HISTORY

Technical training began at this location in 1975.
In 1993, Advanced Technology Institute, L.C.
purchased the school. Major investments in
equipment, curriculum, and faculty were made.
Advanced Technology Institute is accredited by
the Accrediting Commission of Career Schools
and Colleges (ACCSC). ACCSC is listed by the
U.S. Department of Education as a nationally
recognized accrediting agency of post-
secondary institutions of higher education. In
1998, the National Automotive Training

Education Foundation (NATEF) granted the
initial Master Certification to ATl as a Master
Training school for its automotive program. In
October 2001, ATl was authorized by Ford
Motor Company to offer its Maintenance and
Light Repair (MLR) program as part of the
schools Automotive Technology curriculum. In
March 2004, ATl was approved as a two-year
degree-granting institute by the State Council of
Higher Education for Virginia (SCHEV) and
ACCSC.
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
